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Newsletter Three – August 2011 and (Presidents Report)

Interesting times for our Association this year.  The new pathway for R & J’s appears to be working well, although a few faults need to be ironed out before we can say it’s a total success.

Piloting the AIBA RJ Pathway in 2011:

Thank you to Keith Walker for a great job running two seminars this year in Auckland and Wellington.  A third was planned in Canterbury but just day to day living is tough enough for them so it will be added to next year’s calendar.   Seventeen candidates are currently finishing or are in various stages of completion.  They are required to complete 2x2 hour workshops with an AIBA Tutor and sit an AIBA examination paper.  Once passed, they complete 30 bouts as a trainee Judge and 10 as timekeeper.  After each tournament the scorecards are assessed by a Commission member and marked.  

Each trainee is given 100% to start and as he or she completes the 30 bouts (over two or three months) a series of deductions are given for being on the wrong side of a decision compared to the actual result of the bout. ie. a 1-4 decision results in a 5% deduction a 2-3 or 1-2 (in the case of three judges ) Decision is a 2% deduction any other infringement (mistakes on cards etc) is 1%.  As a template for analysis we have trialled it for six months and it works.  The average candidate has scored 85-95% for 30 bouts.  If a candidate falls below 70% they will need to do another 30 before sitting final test.
 

Current outcomes of AIBA RJ Pathway:

As of today’s date nine candidates have qualified.  From East coast (6) and Wellington (3) the remaining 8 should be completed by the end of the year.

With Deepest Sympathy:

Our sympathies go out to Bob Walker (CNI) Judge who lost his wife Marie of 47 years aged just 64 in August.

 
AIBA Uniform:

The new AIBA uniform comes into effect at the nationals and must  be used by R&J’s  thereafter.  Black shoes,  black socks, black trousers, white long sleeved shirt, with black bow tie and AIBA logo on chest.

Our Secretary Gerry Heeney is currently working on travel and accommodation grants to assist this  year’s  officials and jury  to the nationals.  No promises, but let’s hope we get some funding.  

Nominations for Officials due 2 Sept:

Nominations are now due for official’s for the 2011 Nationals, experienced financial members with a minimum of two years experience may apply through your local Association Secretary.
